Adjectives describe nouns and agree in number (singular or plural) and gender (mas-
culine or feminine) with the nouns they modify.

a. Adjectives ending in -0 change -0 to -2 when describing a feminine singular noun.

b. Adjectives ending in -¢ remain the same when describing a feminine singular noun.

C. Adjectives of nationality that end in a consonant add an -a when describing a femi-
nine singular noun. ’

Claire es francesa. Claire is French.

d. The plural of adjectives, like the plural of nouns, is formed by adding -s if the adjec-
tive ends in a vowel, or -es or -as if the adjective ends in a consonant.
